 Section 2 Step Forward, 1/2 Turn, Step Back, Rock Back
 1-3 Step left forward.  Turn 1/2 left stepping back on right.  Step left back. Step Turn Step Forward
 4-6 Rock back on right over 3 counts Rock
 
Sections 3&4 Repeat Section 1 & 2 facing 6 o’clock
 
 Section 5 Step Forward, Sweep, Cross Twinkle
 1-3 Step left forward.  Sweep right to the right from back to front over 2 counts (12 o’clock) Step Sweep Forward

 1-3 Cross left behind right.  Sweep right to right side from front to back over 2 counts Behind Sweep On the spot
 4-6 Cross right behind left.  Step left to left side.  Cross right over left. Behind Side Cross Left

 Section 14 Rock Forward, Grapevine
 1-3 Rock forward on left to left diagonal over 3 counts Forward Rock On the spot
 4-6 Step right to right side.  Cross left behind right.  Step right to right side. Right Grapevine Right

 Section 15 Cross Rock, Weave
 1-3 Cross rock left over right over 3 counts Cross Rock On the spot
 4-6 Recover onto right.  Step left to left side.  Cross right over left. Recover Side Cross Left Cross

 Section 16 Unwind 1 1/4 Turn
 1-6 Unwind 1 1/4 turn left over 6 counts weight ending on right Unwind Turning Left
