1 2 3 Step forward left right left on the spot.
45 6 Step back right left right on the spot.

Section 2) ¥a Turn Basic % turn Basic.
1 2 3 Making a ¥4 turn left stepping forward left right left on the spot.
45 6 Making a ¥ turn left stepping back right left right on the spot.

Section 3) Left Crossing Twinkle (Travelling Forward).

Right Crossing Twinkle (Travelling Forward).

1 2 3 Cross left over right step right to side step left to left diagonal forward.
45 6 Cross right over left step left to side step right to right diagonal forward.

Section 4) Left Crossing Twinkle(Travelling Forward) Cross Point Hold.
1 2 3 Cross left over right step right to side step left to left diagonal forward.
4 5 6 Cross right over left point left to side hold.

Section 5) Left Slow Sailor Step (Travelling Back) Right Slow Sailor Step(Travelling Back).
1 2 3 Cross left behind right step right to side step left to place.
45 6 Cross right behind left step left to side step right to place.

Section 6) Left Slow Sailor % Turn Left Step Pivot %2 Turn Step.
1 2 3 Cross left behind right ¥ turn left step right to side step left to place.
45 6 Step forward on right pivot % turn left step forward on right.

Section 7) Step Slide Hitch Step Slide Hitch.
12 3 Long step to left side slide right up to left slightly hitching right knee.
45 6 Long step to right side slide left upto right slightly hitching left knee.

Section 8) Left Twinkle “2 Turn Left Step Forward Slide Hitch.
1 2 3 Cross left over right turn ¥4 left stepping back on right turn ¥4 left stepping left to side.
45 6 Long step forward on right slide left up to right slightly hitching left knee.
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
